She said
that last week she went to the regional conference SCGS where the topic of the new
global student population was raised, as well as what are some ways that graduate
administrators can adapt to it. Dr. Lewis made a point that at all of the associations there
are opportunities for ODU students and faculty to be awarded and recognized for their
work. She said that she will distribute materials for an upcoming CGS awards.
